basic application requirements

1. Submit completed application (with $50
fee) postmarked no later than the posted
deadline for desired application cycle (See
website for dates).

2. Applicants must meet minimum physical
technical standards (essential functions) to
be considered for acceptance. (See website)
This form must be signed and submitted
with application.

3. High School diploma or GED equivalent.
Submit official documentation.

4. Complete ALL pre-application courses
prior to application deadline and submit
transcripts. Pre-application courses GPA of
2.5 or higher.

5. Submit 3 Letters of Recommendation.
